too ),oung to enlist, he was finally able to do so on the day he
became eighteen years of age. His first year in the Army Air
Corps-Welspent training to become a flier, his young, Jife-
long an.rbition.

He began his young warrior career with a [eu-man bomber
crew flying B-17's with the 35lst Bonb Group when he was

nineteen years of age. A few days before his twenty-first
birthday he returned home after completing thirty-seven
combaf missions with the Eighth Air Force. He was shot
down hve times, wounded twice, became a prisoner -of-war
after bailing out of his burning aircraft during a mission to
heJp relieve beleaguered ground forces during the "Battle of
the Bulge".

was able [o escape. After a period with the Belgium and

With a ninety day R&R (rest and recuperation) leave and

over $3,000.00 in his pockets, he arrived home. His
honecoming was marred by the fact his family and friends all
believcd l.re had been killecl on a bonbing mission. That was
quickly cleared up and l.rappiuess abounded.
After sper.rclilg a few days regaining his strength and visiting

friencls, he set olf on a quost to visi[ lhe fan.rilics of two best
lricnds who were killed in thc war. Following those

HONORED SQUADRONS & GROUPS

THE 404 BUFFALO SQUADRON
404 Squadron was formed during May l94l
at Thorney Island in the United Kingdom tp
serve with the Costal Command to protect
shipping in the Western approaches.

,IO5 EAGLE/VANCOI.IVER SQDN
The 405 Eagle/Vancouver Squadron was

fornred in April I94I aL Driffield in Norrh
Yorkshire as the RCAF's first bomber
squadron. The squadron contributed heavily
when loaned to the Coastal Command oatrol-
ing the Bay of Biscay.

415 SWORDFTSH SQUADRON
The 415 Swordfish Squadron was formed in
June, 1942 flying Hampdens on torpedo-
bombing operations on Coastai Command
against shipping and other targets.

HOMEWAR ESTABLISHMENT
The Home War Establishment consisted of
twenty squadrons and two Met Squadrons

opealing on both the East andWest Coasts of
Canada, flying many types of aircraft. East
coast squadrons were successful in destroying
six U-Boats. West coast squadrons were
successful in damaging one Japanese sub-
marine and one Rufe aircraft in the Aleutians.

TRAINING COMMAND
Probably one of themostremarkable achieve-
ments during WWII involved ground person-,

nel in the British Commonwealth AirTraining
Plan. With 107 flying schools and 184

ancillary units, a quarter of a million ground
and aircrews were trained.

E & E report of Captain James "Jint" Cullerton: I was ou a

"rhubarb" mission of Furstenfeldbruk air base west of Munich

during tire last days of March, 1945. Ack Ack shot or'lt the

coolant syslen of my P-51 so I headed west and bailed out.

Picked up by the Volksturm, I was taken to the shcoolhouse in

a small hamlel. It was evening. I was told to sit in a coruer of a

schoolroom with a Volksturm as a gttard. The nran was very

old. AboLrt 2300 hours he was fast asleep. My .45 in it's holster

was hanging on a spike above me. I took the gun and pointed

it under lhe nose of the German aud motioued for him l-o get

up. Outside I looked at the stars, took a westerly heading with

the German in front of me. Two hours later I motioned for the

German to go home.

I walked on gravel roads in the fores[ hopittg to nree[ sonre

oncoming Anerican troops. At 1500 hours as I turned a bend

in the road, three Germans in uniforn'r were str'tdying a nrap oll
the hood of lheir car. I decided [o chauce it by walking on.

Tuming aror.rnd,I believed, wor.rld have made them sttspicious,

One of the Gernans called out to me I felt the gzu1lc was rlp

ald sziid, "I ant an Amerikanerl" (Note: I detcrnriled from

Jin'r's descri pti on that thc Gernans were SS captai ns, They wore

probably lost. .Jim trying to describe whert onc saicl was

probably a request for I'rim to liellr then'r orientate Lhcnselves.)

One SS captaiu took my 45 and motionecl to nre lo walk on

cfuwn tl're roac1. Alter a hunclred yards or so, I hearcl the sliclc

being pulled back on the pistol. As I tr-trncd arotllcl saying

"Son-of-a-----!" I was shot. (Note the slug went throrrgh the

lower part of his right shirt pocket. Il it he carriecl his ID card.

It too had a bullet hole). I became unconsciotrs Wl.ren I came

to, I prayed and called lor my mother. (Note : Jim was only 22).

Later on German civilians found n.re, took me Lo the hospitai

and after five days my doctor told me the hospital was beilg
movecl to Czechoslovakia. He wrote his uame ou a slip and told

ne that I should walk out that eveniug. "Your clothes are in a

closet in the hall," he said. "The An'rericau forces are very near

and will probably be here tontorrow." At 2100 hours I walked

out. I could hear lieavy gunftre to the wesl. In the morning I
was picked up by a tank column and evacnated to a military
hospital in Rheims, France. After a week I was given

transportation to Paris and told to report to your office.

Christopher report: I took Jim to the Seine Section dispensary

at Place de'l Opera to have a doctor examiue him The doctor

explained that bullet went in below the rib cage, did not hit any

bones or organs.

The following day I received a phone call from B/Gen Conrad,

G-2 HQ ETOUSA at Hotel Majestic.He had been informed by

Colonel Christopher that "I had a man who had been shot with

lris own .45 and i still alive." Jim was lold toto report to the

General at once. Though still dressed in his old clothes,

including the shirt with the bullet holes. Il was a cold day and

Colonel Christopher lent him a tank jacket. It nearly went

down to his knees.

Upon entering the hotel, the MP's told him he was out of
uniform and couldn't enter. Even when he told them l.re had an

appointment with G-2, No dice. .. Before Normandy I had been

issued an Eisenhower pass which gave nle authority to travel

with civilians, and was not to be interfered in your duty by

Military Police. I used the pass, the secoud time I had to use it.

In the Generals offlce, General Conrad came in and looked

him over He l.rad to remove l.ris shirt. An ordinance Colonel ex-

plained tirat the bullet had not had time to oscillate. If it had,

tl.re wound would be severe.

Jim stayed with Colonel Christopher for a few days. He was

taken to tl.re Finance olfice. He bougl.rt an Eisenhower jacket

but kept his "lucky" shirt. The Colonel's Sergeant took Jim to

Villacoutlay airport to fly back to the UK for a unit reunion.

The Colonel never heard fronl Jim again. But told me he came

lrom Chicago, I11.

England and Holland
On July I, 1992, the five remaining members of the crew of

Pistol Packin' Mama, Roy Walker, Pilot; Ken Haines,
Navigator; Don Naughton, Bombardier; Ken Shaver,
Engineer; and John Buckner, Tail Gunner, had a long-time
dream come true when they and their wives returned wilh
about 200 other members of the 388th Bomb Group to
Knettishall, site of their old airfield in Eneland. It was a
nostalgic reunion,

While there, they attended a memorial service at the site of the
388th memorial near Coney Weston and the cl.rurch so many of
then attended during the war; visited the site of their old air
base; toured the Duxford Imperial War Museum, where they

., enjoyed a spectacular air show of World War II vintage
aircraft; attended a memorial service at the American
Cemetery; and enjoyed a short sightseeing tour of Lonclou,
including Churchill's Cabinet War Rooms.
Inasmuch as this crew had been shot down over Hollancl ancl

had made a spectacular and courageolts escape from their
captors (beating up lheir German guards il tl.re process) and
several had been aided by Dutch Helpers, they had made
arraDgements to extend their visit to Europe [o sPend some
Lime with wonderful Dr.rt"ch people who had befrienclecl them
following their escape.

As they touched down at tire airporl. at Roil.erdan.r, they were
met by several members of a committee lormed for the express
purpose of planniug a very special visit for them. While iu
Holland, besides the many sight-seeing tours they hacl plannecl,
the crew had the opportunity to revisit the locale where pistol
Packin' Mama crash-)anded; the town where they were takel
after being captr.rred; the spot near Delfl- where they beat up
their German guards and jumped from lhe train in what was a
daring escape. Also on this particular tour, they were privilegecl
to finally meet Peter de Hor:ck, who as a boy of fifteen had seen
their plane crash and observed tl-rem being marcl.red into town
by their German captors. He was able to fill in a lot of tl.re gaps
which had existed for so many years. They were also honorecl
to be received by the Mayor of Oostbr-rrg, Mr. J. Kruise.
The crew also was able to realize a long-standing desire to

locate and visit the graves of tl-re fwo crewmen who were killecl
on that November 5, 1943 mission. through the efforts of the
Dutch Helpers, working with Mr. Robert de Mortier, a belgian
helper, they were able to visit the graves of Sergeant Robert
Feese and Sergeant William Marshall at the Ardennes
American Military cemetery at Neupre, BeJgium. The Belgians

-wery most hospitable, even furnishing an honor guard for the
occasicn.

LUCIEN A. DUMAIS, chief of Reseau
Shelburne, passed away on Thursday June 10,

1993 at the age of 88 years in Montreal Quebec,
Canada.
Sergeant/Major Lucien Dumais was with the
Fusilierc Mont Royal when he was captured by
the Germans during the ill fated Canadian raid
on Dieppe in August of 1942- He jumped off a
German POW train and nade his way to the
South of France where hejoined up with the Pat
O'Leary line and made his way back to England
in October of 1942
In October of 1943 he volunteered to return to
France as chief of Reseau Shelburne, a network
designed to get evading Allied airmen out of
Western France- According to Airey Neave,
head of British Military Intelligence's section
M.I. 9, "365 airmen owed their liberty to Shel-
burne". Thus Reseau Shelburne was the most
successful escape operation of World War II.

Jim was a native of
Farwell, Texas and never lost that Texas accent even though he

lived all over the States and in many parts of the world. He

worked for the Monroe Calculator Company for forty years

and was lheir Branch Manager for the Southwest Region for

nany years. After retiring, he au his lovely wife, Linrrette

settled in Vallejo.

After serving a short tour in the U.S. Navy, Jim joirred the

Arnry Air Corps in 1942 and was sent to Navigation School

After completing navigation training he was assigned to my

crew itr eaAy 1943 and we developed a skilled combat crew ou t

of len green, yourtg, daring men. We therl took that crew [o

Europe. I will always remembermaking that fortrteetr horrr trip

across the Atlantic without any radio aids (radar was unkuowu

to r.rs) and Jim navigated by lhe stars when we were not itr tire

clouds or the rain. Wl.ren we reached Prestwick, Scotland the

radios at the field were out and we had no idea how thick the

clouds were or how close to the ground they were. We broke

thror.rgh the clouds at aboul five hundred feet and could see the

runways. It was such a welcome sight after that long flight over

tl.re ocean. I think the entire crew was ready to kiss Jim for l.re

was not just good, l-re was a top rtotcl.r navigator.

Unfortunately we arrived in Europe at thal lime in ourhislory

when B-17 losses were at their highesl peak and we were not

privileged to have a great deal of fighler support since the

fighters didn'l have extra fuel tanks that wottld allow them to

go on tl.re long raids iuto Germau will.r trs. On October 9th,

1943, we bombed the Gdynia, Poland which at that time was

tl.re deepest penetration the Eighth Air Force had ever made.

Coming oul, German fighters hit us all the way across

Gernany. We had sonte severe darnage to our Fortress bu t we

made il back to England. We missed the Schweinfurt raid on

October 14, 1943 when the Eighth Air Force los[ sixty aircraft
(600 crewmen) because the crew was orl pass and Jim and I
were in London. The following raid on October 20, I943, flying

B-17 Shack Rabbit III we were shot down over Belgiun near

Alh.
Jim, after bailing out, landed safely and managed to make his

way across soulhern Belgium on his owu initiative and crossed

the Belgian border into France. He finally made contact with

the Underground in France that led to his assistance by the

"Comete Line" and his escape into Spain and his return to
England.

Jim McElroy was a long [ime member of AFEES and many of
his friends both here and in Europe will rememberl.rim when he

and his wife made the lrio [o Europe in 1990 with the AFEES

group that retraced their escape routes from the Netherlands-- -
Belgium and France. Once Jim mel you, it was like he had-,'

known you all his life.

I know his friends will in AFEES will miss him, as I will, but

they will always remember his smile, the good stories from

Texas and his loyalty to AFEES. Contributions in his name are

being made to the AFEES HELPER FUND, a fund which Jim

always suppor[ed.

In the last months of 1943 as more and nore destruclive air

raids hi t Nazi Germany and Fascisl dominated Northern Italy,

there were also more raids on occupied countries such as

France.

Training of allied aircrews in England was proceeding lo cul

losses in combat and to have more aircraft available for bomb-

ing missions. These crews soon to be posted to Bomber

Command, would operate on four engine Halifax's and

Lancaster Bombers. The big four engitle Stirling's which were

hrst put into service in 1941, were slowly being replaced

because they were too slow and couldn't fly over 5'000 meters.

All thewhile, the training schools called O.T.U,'s (Operational

Training Units) were still equipped with old two engtne

Wellingtons (Whimpy's) and Whitleys. Often the hnal training

of these crews were peculiar missions.

The final training consisted of taking off with the regular

bombers to familiarize themselves with night flying where

hundreds of aircraft head towards the same target area but

make a U-Turn after a brief flight over enemy territory in a

hostile sky controlled by enemy night hghters, just to fam-

iliarize themselves with enemy defense systems againsl allied

aircraft.
During one of these hrst nights of November 1943 aboard a -

twin engine Whitley, student air gunner Albert Spencer was

about to have a curious adventure-

IN FRANCE IN THE UNDERGROUND

This was a moment of emotion for Sergeant Spencer. First, as

he boarded the twin engine Whitley and made his way to the

rear of the fuselage. And secondly, as tail gunner, he is in

position behind four machine guns with the responsibility of

defending the rear of the aircraft against an attack from enemy

night fighters.

And so as darkness fell, the Whitley took off to join the raid

with the Royal Air Force four engine Squadrons. TheWhitley'

plying ever onward, crossed the French coast near LaHawe.

Flashes ofexplosions could be seen from the flak surrounding

LaHavre. The Whitley, now over enemy occuPied territory

finds the flak getting closer but not seribus, a slight turn to the

right to leave the heavy bomber formation to accomplish a

mission that this crew were given for even though their plane

carried no bombs it did carry a cargo of propaganda leaflets to

drop on the city of Orleans and Bourge, some 250 kilometers

from LaHavre.

Over Orleans, the anti-aircraft batteries let go. The aim was

accurate and the barrage was fired quickly. The Whitley got a

damaging blow and the pilot ordered the crew to bail out.

Sergeant Spencer bailed out into a black void of emptiness'

He landed in a tree, untangled his chu te and swung down onto

French soil. He walked toward the southwest and hnally lay

down in a held to get some sleep. On the hrst morning before

dawn a flashlight was shined in his facrc held by one of two Ger-

man soldiers. Thinking the Germans were the resistance, he

said to the Germans, "La Raf' and pointed to himself. the light

was immediately turned off and for the first timehe recognized

them as Germans. They said something he didn't understand

and one of the Germans pointed to his wrist saying something

he still didn't understand. "Cingt heur soldat" said Spencer

whereupon the German pointed to his wrist, lhen they turned

and walked away. It was later explained to Sergeant Spencer

lhat the Germaus thought he was a local farmer named "La

Raf' and were asking, "What are you doing out in the curfew?"

Later, walking through the town of Gace Orne, he made

contact with the resistance who gave him civilian clothing and

forged passport. The Canadianwas then taken by train to Caen

then Paris and on south lo Amberier in the Jura mountains

Department of Ain. He was now with the Maquis de L'Ain and

spenlmany months working wilh the underground group creat-

ing more trouble for the Nazi enemy than he ever could have as

a tail gunner in a bomber. Finally, hoping to get Spencer to

Switzerland for their lines had been broken into Spain.

It was raining heaviJy when the C-41 reached the end of the
runway at2245 hours under the eyes ol the Maquis men, the
